It is my pleasure to present to you End FGM Eu-
ropean Network'’s first Annual Report. 2015 has
been a crucial year for the Network since it was its
first year of life after emerging from the End FGM
Amnesty International campaign (2009-2014).

Stemming from the identification of a gap in
dealing with FGM in the European context, the
campaign successfully placed the issue of FGM
and violence against women and girls (VAWG) on
the agenda of the European Union, the Council of
Europe and the United Nations. In 2014, the cam-
paign partner organisations decided to continue
working together to build on their achievements;
the Network was born!

| am pleased to say that, at the end of 2015, the END FGM European Network grew to have 15 member
organisations from 11 European countries.

A launch party took place on 27 January 2016', during which the Building Bridges to End FGM exhibition
was unveiled. It was attended by more than 70 people, including CSOs, EU decision and policy makers,
MEPs, journalists, our members and artists from across Europe who had created photographs for the photo
exhibition.

Europe is home to an estimated 500,000 women and girls living with the lifelong consequences of FGM.
Each year, at least 180,000 girls and women in Europe are estimated to be at risk of FGM? Due to the
precarious political and socio-economic context and related challenges, the Network continued pushing for
and monitoring the implementation of a holistic approach to ending FGM integrating prevention, protection,
provision of services and prosecution and cross-cutting policies and mechanisms, at international, European
and national levels.

This Annual Report provides information on the Network and its work and outlines the progress made over
the year 2015 in the areas of organisational development, advocacy, communication and capacity building.

Advocacy

Our advocacy work was developed and implemented bearing in mind the needs of
communities affected by FGM across Europe and the gaps identified in the provision of
services, policy development and implementation. We called for the implementation of
obligations stemming from the EU Action Plan on the elimination of FGM and the Istanbul

Convention.

CONTRIBUTION TO POLICY AND LEGISLATION

By contributing to having in place key policy and
legislative instruments in Europe, we have given
girls, women, communities and activists powerful
arguments to claim for proper and effective protec-
tion and prevention measures.

Thanks to European, regional and national involve-
ment, there is a growing awareness of the issue of
FGM in the EU compared to previous years, when
many Member States perceived that FGM was not
common or not practised at all in their country.
Several instruments are now in place to put an end
to this harmful practice in the EU and globally:

> Council of Europe Convention on preventing and
combating violence against women and domestic
violence (otherwise known as the Istanbul Con-
vention)

» November 2013 Communication from the Com-
mission to the European Parliament and the
Council Towards the elimination of female gen-
ital mutilation

» Asylum Directives (Qualification, Asylum Proce-
dures and Reception Conditions)

» Directive establishing minimum standards on
the rights, support and protection of victims of
crime (otherwise known as the Victims' Rights
Directive)

» European Parliament Resolution of June 2012 on
ending female genital mutilation

» December 2015 Staff Working Document on
Strategic Engagement for Gender Equality

» The new framework for gender equality and
women's empowerment through EU external
relations (2016-2020)

» The Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs)
Goal 5 on Gender, indicator 5.3

We consider these instruments represent a solid
legislative and policy framework, notably at Eu-
ropean level. We should now be concerned about
their implementation. Our policy focus in 2015 was
to point out that the existing measures, laws and
instruments in place to combat and prevent FGM
at national, EU and international level, need to be
clearly understood by all actors coming into con-
tact with those affected by FGM. Promises made
still need to be acted upon and implemented at
national level. We emphasised this requirement in
varied presentations, speeches and contributions to
meetings across Europe. It was also a priority for
Network staff to make this as clear as possible to
our members.

The Council of Europe Istanbul Convention takes a
comprehensive approach to prevention, protection



and gender-sensitive asylum procedures. If the
Member States and the EU were to sign and ratify
the Istanbul Convention, this would already go a
long way to meeting the targets of the European
Commission Action Plan. We called with various
means on the EU and Member States to implement
the EU Action Plan and to become parties to the
Istanbul Convention.

The Network focussed its policy work on two areas
which were deemed to be most useful and a priority
for our members: asylum and victims' rights.

Access to justice and the right to asylum for those
affected by FGM were a key part of our work in
2015. We created a guide to the EU Asylum Direc-
tives to help our members navigate the Directives
and know how to support those affected by FGM
to know whether they are entitled to seek asylum
and how they should be treated as a vulnerable
person. We called for EASO to include gender in

RECOMMENDATIONS AND BRIEFINGS?

Part of coalition of NGOs monitoring
the Istanbul Convention; contribution

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its training of asylum case workers and called on
member states to train those working throughout
the asylum service on how to spot the signs of
someone affected by FGM.

The low level of transposition of the Victims' Rights
Directive in Member States is leading to women
and girls affected by FGM not being provided with
the services they need. The role of the EC in mon-
itoring the adoption, enforcement and impact of
this framework in collaboration with civil society is
crucial. We called upon the European Commission
to employ the appropriate mechanisms for monitor-
ing implementation and sharing information with all
relevant stakeholders. The Victim's Right’s Directive
was supposed to be transposed into national legis-
lation by 16" November 20715 and we worked along-
side other NGOs and civil society actors, led by
Victim Support Europe, to remind decision makers
that we would monitor the level of implementation
closely.

In 2015, we sent a round-up
of articles in the press which featured FGM, called FGM in the news, twice per week when possible. This
went out to over 50 recipients, including our members, other NGOs working on the issue of FGM, decision
makers, professionals and experts. We have received feedback from members, professionals, survivors and
other CSOs that FGM in the News is seen as a very useful way of monitoring media coverage and develop-
ments on FGM both within Europe and across the world.

EMPOWERING LANGUAGE AND VISUALS

Girls, women, communities and activists can count
on the positive and empowering visuals, narrative
and language provided by our communications
when confronted with stigmatisation. Our collec-
tion of positive, empowering images through art
work and photography, notably through the Photo
Exhibition on Building Bridges to End FGM has en-
couraged those affected by FGM to reach out to
us and express their thanks and their willingness to
engage, when not faced with stigmatising imagery.

Our use of non-stigmatising and empowering language
has encouraged professionals, journalists and activists
to change their use of language in measures and de-
bates.

Capacity-building

Thanks to our capacity-building activities tools
and communications, our members are better
equipped both to act at national level and to influ-
ence the EU environment.

We provided access to intelligence on the issue of
FGM and other harmful practices, violence against
women and girls (VAWG), women's rights, sexual
and reproductive health and rights (SRHR) and mi-
grant rights with a gender and human rights-based
approach. The Network kept members abreast of all
policy and legislative developments at EU level, and
of key initiatives and resources that came into play.

Members also had the opportunity to participate
in the biannual meetings, conferences, workshops
and training sessions to support their capacity
building. We held a capacity-building event on how
to use the Istanbul Convention as a tool to end
FGM, which was led by an expert from the Gender
Equality Unit of the Council of Europe who had
contributed to writing the Istanbul Convention. Our
knowledge-sharing seminar focussed on the best
interests of the child in FGM-related cases. Speak-
ers were from EU institutions and agencies, civil so-

ciety and professionals who have to face FGM cases
in their work. These events further strengthened
the understanding of members on key instruments,
such as the Istanbul Convention, the FRA Handbook
on Children'’s Rights and the European Commission
Ten Principles on Child Protection.

Members were offered many opportunities to ex-
change ideas, experiences, learning and good prac-
tices in the field of FGM. The Network also sends
newsletters and updates on reports, research, tools,
studies and EU funding opportunities relevant to
the members’ work. We have also trained the mem-
bers on how to use social media for mobilisation
purposes.

In 2015, in order to establish itself as an independ-
ent Network and build new partnerships with
organisations dealing with fundamental rights,
VAWG and FGM, the Network had initial meetings
with organisations it had not yet had contact with
and also built on relationships already established
with many different types of organisations. The
coordinated recommendations and actions which
stemmed from these alliance-building meetings and
exchanges contribute to the voices of those affect-
ed by FGM being heard and understood by more
actors across Europe.

The aim of the Network is also to support the
development of a strong, sustainable civil society
presence. It took an active part in two different
informal monitoring CSO-led Networks — one on
monitoring the Istanbul Convention (led by the
World Future Council) and one on monitoring the
implementation of the Victims' Rights Directive
(led by Victim Support Europe).

UNITED TO END FGM: EUROPEAN KNOWLEDGE PLATFORM FOR PROFESSIONALS
DEALING WITH FEMALE GENITAL MUTILATION (FGM)

This project builds upon a very successful pilot-project e-learning course “United to END FGM” [www.uefgm.
orgl. Over 1600 people all over the world registered for this course from 90 countries and 5 continents,
from 280 different companies/organisations.

It seeks to improve the public and professional knowledge on female genital mutilation (FGM) to better
prevent and address this specific form of violence against women and girls as defined in the Council of
Europe Convention on Preventing and Combating Violence against Women and Domestic Violence (Istanbul
Convention). The overall aim of the project is the creation and development of a web-based knowledge
platform that will serve as a resource and education centre on FGM. It will cover seven learning streams
with thirteen modules on a wide range of professionals’ topics, which will cater to the needs of a diverse
range of professionals in 8 languages, to make it as accessible as possible. This comprehensive tool, which
will be available in several EU languages, will be instrumental in training a vast array of professionals on how
to provide services to those affected by FGM and to detect those at risk.

The project started in late 2015 and therefore most of the work done was around coordination and prepa-

ration of activities. The Network is in charge of the dissemination and endorsement work and of developing
the media training module and contributes to the communication strategy.

THE CHANGE PLUS PROJECT
